_____Reduce paper and pencil tasks.

_____Have student highlight important information.  Use bright colors.

_____Give directions in small units and check to make sure student understand the directions.

_____Use written back up for oral directions.

_____Read directions to student.

_____Allow typewritten or computer printed assignments.

_____Avoid penalizing student for spelling errors or poor handwriting.

_____Maintain assignment notebooks.

_____Lower reading level of assignment.

_____Do not require copying from the board; give student a printed copy of the assignment.

_____Provide a peer tutor.
